1. Almost everything we do is governed by some set of rules. There are rules for games, for
social clubs, for sports and for adults in the workplace. There are also rules imposed by morality
and custom that play an important role in telling us what we should and should not do. However,
some rules — those made by the state or the courts — are called “laws”. Laws resemble morality
because they are designed to control or alter our behaviour. But unlike rules of morality, laws are
enforced by the courts; if you break a law — whether you like that law or not — you may be forced
to pay a fine, pay damages, or go to prison.

2. Why are some rules so special that they are made into laws? Why do we need rules that
everyone must obey? In short, what is the purpose of law? If we did not live in a structured
society with other people, laws would not be necessary. We would simply do as we please, with
little regard for others. But ever since individuals began to associate with other people — to live
in society — laws have been the glue that has kept society together.

3. For example, the law in our country states that we must drive our cars on the right-hand side
of a two-way street. If people were allowed to choose at random which side of the street to drive
on, driving would be dangerous and chaotic. Laws regulating our business affairs help to ensure
that people keep their promises. Laws against criminal conduct help to safeguard our personal
property and our lives.

4. Even in a well-ordered society, people have disagreements and conflicts arise. The law must
provide a way to resolve these disputes peacefully. If two people claim to own the same piece of
property, we do not want the matter settled by a duel: we turn to the law and to institutions like
the courts to decide who is the real owner and to make sure that the real owner's rights are
respected.

5. We need law, then, to ensure a safe and peaceful society in which individuals’ rights are
respected. But we expect even more from our law. Some totalitarian governments have cruel and
arbitrary laws, enforced by police forces free to arrest and punish people without trial. Strong-
arm tactics may provide a great deal of order, but we reject this form of control. The legal system
should respect individual rights while, at the same time, ensuring that society operates in an
orderly manner.

1. In our society, laws are not only designed to govern our conduct: they are also intended to
give effect to social policies. For example, some laws provide for benefits when workers are
injured on the job, for health care, as well as for loans to students who otherwise might not be
able to go to university.

2. Another goal of the law is fairness. This means that the law should recognize and protect
certain basic individual rights and freedoms, such as liberty and equality. The law also serves to
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ensure that strong groups and individuals do not use their powerful positions in society to take
unfair advantage of weaker individuals.

3. However, despite the best intentions, laws are sometimes created that people later recognize
as being unjust or unfair. In a democratic society, laws are not carved in stone, but must reflect
the changing needs of society. In a democracy, anyone who feels that a particular law is flawed
has the right to speak out publicly and to seek to change the law by lawful means.

4. When the world was at a very primitive stage of development there were no laws to regulate
life of people. If a man chose to kill his wife or if a woman succeeded in killing her husband that
was their own business and no one interfered officially.

5. Things never stay the same. The life has changed. We live in a complicated world. Scientific
and social developments increase the tempo of our daily living activities, make them more
involved. Now we need rules and regulations which govern our every social move and action.
We have made laws of community living.

1. Though laws are based on the reasonable needs at the community we often don’t notice them.
If our neighbour plays loud music late at night, we probably try to discuss the matter with him
rather than consulting the police, the lawyer or the courts. When we buy a TV set, or a train
ticket or loan money to somebody a lawyer may tell us it represents a contract with legal
obligations. But to most of us it is just a ticket that gets us on a train or a TV set to watch.

2. Only when a neighbour refuses to behave reasonably or when we are injured in a train
accident, the money wasn’t repaid, the TV set fails to work and the owner of the shop didn’t
return money or replace it, we do start thinking about the legal implications of everyday
activities.

3. You may wish to take legal action to recover your loss. You may sue against Bert who didn’t
pay his debt. Thus you become a plaintiff and Bert is a defendant. At the trial you testified under
oath about the loan. Bert, in his turn, claimed that it was a gift to him, which was not to be
returned. The court after listening to the testimony of both sides and considering the law decided
that it was a loan and directed that judgment should be entered in favour of you against Bert.

4. Some transactions in modern society are so complex that few of us would risk making them
without first seeking legal advice. For example, buying or selling a house, setting up a business,
or deciding whom to give our property to when we die.

5. On the whole it seems that people all over the world are becoming more and more
accustomed to using legal means to regulate their relations with each other. Multinational
companies employ lawyers to ensure that their contracts are valid whenever they do business.

Theresa: How is your market research project going, Frank?

Theresa: So what did most people suggest should be done?

Frank: A lot of people are concerned about how these films affect children. They are particularly
worried that children will try to behave like the stars. The survey shows that violent programs
should only be broadcast after 10.00 p.m. when most children are already in bed. There is also a
significant minority of people who feel that violent films should be banned altogether.

Theresa: How did people feel about the violence on news broadcasts?

Frank: Most of the responses I have looked at have felt that violence on news broadcasts is more
acceptable as it's real. Although it is unpleasant, it is important to keep in touch with reality. Still,
many people thought that it would be better to restrict violent scenes to late evening.

Theresa: Your survey sounds very good. How many people filled it in?

Frank: I gave out 120 copies and I got 70 back.

Theresa: That's a very high rate of return. Who did you give your questionnaires to?

Frank: I gave a copy to every student in my hall of residence and a few to friends from other
colleges.
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Theresa: Don't you think that this will influence your results?

Frank: How do you mean?

Theresa: The people in your hall of residence will all be about the same age. They are all
students, most of them studying similar subjects and from similar backgrounds.

Therefore it is likely that they will have similar opinions. Your results represent student opinion
not public opinion.

Frank: So how are you going to do your research?

Theresa: I'm going to interview my respondents in the shopping mall. What I'll do is ask people
if they have five minutes to spare to answer a few questions. If they agree I will ask them some
multiple choice questions and tick off their answers on my sheet.

1. When governments make laws for their citizens, they use the system of courts backed by the
power of the police to enforce these laws. Of course, there may be instances where the law is not
enforced against someone - such as when young children commit crimes, when the police have
to concentrate on certain crimes and therefore ignore others, or in countries where there is so
much political corruption that certain people are able to escape justice by using their money or
influence. But the general nature of the law is enforced equally against all members of the
nation.

2. A lawyer is a person learned in law. A lawyer, also known as an attorney, a counselor, a
solicitor, a barrister or an advocate, is an individual licensed by the state to engage in the practice
of law and advise clients on legal matters. Lawyers act as both advocates and advisors on behalf
of their clients.

3. The role of the lawyer varies significantly across legal jurisdictions, and therefore can be
treated in only the most general terms. Lawyers’ roles vary greatly, depending upon their
practice environment and field of specialization.

4. In most countries there is only one legal profession. This means that all the lawyers have
roughly the same professional education leading to the same legal qualifications, and they are
permitted to do all the legal work.

5. In England the system is different. Here the profession is divided into two types of lawyers,
called solicitors and barristers. Solicitors and barristers are both qualified lawyers, but they have
different legal training; they take different examinations to qualify; and once they have qualified,
they usually do different types of legal work.

Some countries require extensive
clinical training in the form of apprenticeships or special clinical courses. Many others have only
lectures on highly abstract legal doctrines, which force young lawyers to figure out how to
actually think and write like a lawyer at their first apprenticeship (or job).
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4. In most common law countries lawyers have many options over the course of their careers.
Besides private practice, they can always aspire to becoming a prosecutor, government counsel,
corporate in-house counsel, judge, arbitrator, law professor, or politician.

5. In most civil law countries, lawyers generally structure their legal education around their
chosen specialty; the boundaries between different types of lawyers are carefully defined and
hard to cross. After one earns a law degree, career mobility may be severely constrained.
